Other Business
Nelson Ronsvale--Champlain Canal working group has a final draft plan and is working with LA Group to best portray the working group’s take on how and where the trail should be.  They would like to come and give a presentation to Partnership along with Karl Beard.

Julie Stokes noted that the working group is  looking for input from local elected officials.

Andrew Alberti noted that Lakes To Locks Passage and National Geographic are looking at a mid to late February launch of website related to their regional tourism program.  He noted that they need information from the various municipalities and players and is working with Bob Bullock from Archives Partnership Trust.  Janet Kennedy and Andrew continue to meet with different localities regarding Heritage Centers.

Joe Finan noted that OSI has the Barnaby McHenry Grants which will be closing Feb 18.

Tom Richardson mentioned that he received a letter from the Warren and Washington Co.  IDA declining involvement with Dix Bridge.  He also met with Senator Betty Little, which went well, and brought her up to speed with various projects.  Also noted that Sara Idleman and the Partnership received $4,000 from Snowmobile Association for Dix Bridge which shows real economic value in this project.  

 Sara Idleman- Town of Greenwich put a $2,000 line item in budget for Dix Bridge.  Also noted that she is chair of Washington Co. Tourism committee.
George Hodgson--Ginger Molliter at NPS is working on finding matching grants for the Dix project.

Joe Finan- The Battlefield prepared an alternative transportation plan several years ago which was given to Frank Dean.  Ginger Molliter is also working on this project.

Lisa Bruno mentioned that the Partnership should put in a member item request for the Dix bridge to Senator McDonald and send one to Senator Little as well.
